full-time LPC, which will be launched 
to coincide with the School’s relocation 
to its new building on the de Havilland 
campus and include ‘pathways’ in 
Commercial and Private Client areas 
as well as in ADR. In line with our 
innovative and forward-looking ethos, 
students will have the opportunity to 
work in a newly created Mediation 
Centre which will run alongside our 
current pro bono Law Clinic and that 
will provide students with a unique 
opportunity to engage in a live-client 
advice service as part of their studies. 

The School will also validate a fully 
distance learning LLB degree, 
together with a campus-based LLB 
in Government & Politics, building on 
our current successes and furthering 
our ambitious and entrepreneurial 
approach towards legal education. 
Finally, from August 2009 the School 
will be home to the University’s 
Criminal Justice team who are currently 
contracted by the Ministry of Justice 
to provide training for the London 
Probation Service’s personnel. 

It is an exciting time to be a part of the 
School of Law, whether as a student, 
academic or via our wide range of 
professional training or community-
oriented activities. As always, the 
School would like to express its 
gratitude to members of the Judiciary, 
St Albans Chambers, the Hertfordshire 
Law Society and regional firms for 
their continued support as well as 
the development of our students 
and graduates.
